B. Faculty Professional Initiatives

Freedom of Information Act Requests

Dr. Kalinich stated no Freedom of Information Act requests were received by the District since the last Board meeting.

Communication/Correspondence

Dr. Kalinich reported on the latest meeting with Kenilworth Police Chief John Peterson where they discussed vehicles blocking driveways near the Sears School and Village ordinances related to dogs. Dr. Kalinich reviewed several options and ideas to provide solutions to both issues. She will work with the architect to explore the pick up/drop off options suggested by Chief Peterson, as well as continue to communicate with parents about the need for safe transportation.
Mr. Treiber suggested that the District consider options on how to seek additional land for the District, including approaching Sears School neighbors about the possibility of purchasing their homes when they are ready to sell. Dr. Kalinich will follow up by contacting the appropriate individuals to begin this discussion.
Mathematics Advisory Committee

Mr. Conran reported on the Mathematics Advisory Committee Meeting of March 15, 2006. He stated that the Committee discussed current placement criteria at each grade level for grades three through eight and how adjustments or modifications might be made to the placement criteria for the 2006–2007 school year. The Committee is working on reviewing research and will meet again in May 206 to continue their exploration process.
Board Committee Reports

Building and Finance Committee

Mr. Mattern stated that during the Building and Finance Committee Meeting of March 15, 2006, the Committee reviewed Building Rental Fees for 2006–2007, met with the Architect to discuss summer projects and the 10-Year Life Safety Survey, met with a bond consultant to discuss possible referenda options, and also discussed procedures to evaluate banking proposals. Mr. Mattern also noted that the Committee is working on developing suggested referendum questions and the possible impact on the Education and Operations/Maintenance Funds.
Communication Committee

Dr. Kalinich stated that during the Communication Committee Meeting of March 14, 2006, the committee discussed referendum information and articles for the spring issue of the Joseph Sears Letter to the community. Additionally, it was announced that all six of the individuals approached to serve on the referendum committee have accepted and are enthusiastic about their learning more on how they can support the District’s efforts. The Committee also discussed ways to increase the response rate to parent surveys.
Education Committee

Mrs. Rohrman reported that during the meeting on March 8, 2006, the Education Committee held a discussion with the Student Services Review Consultant, reviewed projected enrollment for 2006–2007, student performance trends, the disability awareness program, and the Administrator’s Forum. The committee also received an update on the Mathematics Advisory Committee, professional growth and curriculum renewal, and the status of articles for the spring issue of the Joseph Sears Letter to the community. The Committee also held its initial discussion regarding 2006–2007 Areas of Focus which will include a study of gender performance and related factors, as well as developing executive function skills for students.
