Discussion of and Possible Action to Benefit from the Television Frequencies of the New Trier Township Cooperative - NTTC
Dr. Kalinich stated that the New Trier Township Cooperative (NTTC) reached an agreement between all seven of the member school districts and that there was interest by four of the districts to establish a new cooperative for the purpose of holding the TV frequencies, the original purpose of NTTC. Dr. Kalinich outlined the District’s interests and potential liabilities in joining this new cooperative. While no formal action was required at this time, Dr. Kalinich requested that the Board indicate whether or not it was interested in joining the new cooperative.
The Board reviewed and discussed the proposal.

It was the consensus of the Board that the Administration notify the four districts that Kenilworth School District No. 38 was interested in joining the new cooperative.

Administrative Reports

Freedom of Information Act Requests

Dr. Kalinich stated no Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) requests were received by the District since the last Board meeting.

Dr. Kalinich led a discussion with the Board on whether or not representatives of the media with whom the District has good communication should be required to file formal FOIA requests. She requested direction from the Board for future communications.
It was the consensus of the Board that such requests be treated on a case-by-case basis.

Communication/Correspondence
Dr. Kalinich and Mr. Conran reported on how changes to the Student Services Department resulting from the consultant’s recent recommendations were being communicated to interested parties. They stated that an all-faculty meeting on Tuesday, May 9, 2006, would be the occasion to inform faculty of the study’s findings. Some type of mailing will be developed to inform parents of the study’s findings, also.
It was determined that the communication would be discussed at the next Education Committee Meeting.

It was announced that the Board Education will host a community reception in Faculty Hall for retiring faculty from 4:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m., on Thursday, May 25, 2006. An invitation will be mailed to all community members.

Northern Suburban Special Education District Governing Board Meeting

Mrs. Rohrman stated that during the most recent meeting of the Northern Suburban Special Education District (NSSED) Governing Board, a draft budget was presented. Mrs. Rohrman reviewed changes to revenue and expenses for the Board noting that the final budget would be presented to the 19 participating Districts after it was adopted. She also stated that renovation of the North Shore Academy is being planned that will require a special assessment of member districts.
